To deliver medical services to the less fortunate that will repair broken
bodies, ease pain and provide spiritual comfort for those in need.

NOMMS is a perpetual organization based on Christian values
that relies on volunteers dedicated to provide medical relief to the
less fortunate in third world countries by providing direct medical
treatment; donating medical supplies, instruments and equipment
to pre-qualified partners; and facilitating the mutual medical edu-
cation of NOMMS volunteers and our partners.

MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

NOMMS relies on volunteers of all ages,
races and religions who bring medical, pro-
fessional, business and logistical skills togeth-
er to deliver our services.

- Donated over two hundred wheel
chairs, various pediatric medical supplies and
medical equipment to NOMMS.
Ochsner - Donated twenty medical exam
tables, eight medical instrument tables, four
exam lights and six light sources.

- Donated five late model
personal computers to NOMMS. Previous
computers donated to NOMMS and used in
the warehouse were purged of software and
donated to our partner hospital in Nicaragua.

NOMMS is positioned to expand our activities to provided med-
ical relief to the poor in third world countries. In 2001 a small
group of people shared a common vision and a personal need to
apply our Christian values of reaching out to fﬁe less fortunate
and touching their lives by relieving pain and suffering. As a short
few years passed, we have been blessed with growing support
from many volunteers who share our visions, goals and commit-
ments. We have also been blessed with support from organiza-
tions and companies that donate medical materials for use on our
missions that directly assist qualified foreign organizations.

There are several benefits that were unexpected when NOMMS
was first conceived. As our mission teams traveled to work with
our foreign partners, the need for emphasis on education sur-
faced quickly. We have concluded that mutual education is both
desirable and critical in order to incorporate the philosophy of

One major goal of each mission is to
spread knowledge This will hopefully place the foreign partner
in a position to practice and perform newly learned tecﬁnlques
and surgeries, wﬁtch will in turn benefit the local community. Our
medical professionals have learned and will continue to learn first-
hand how to administer medical care with minimum supplies,
equipment and instruments. They have learned to be creative
using limited resources. The local doctors and nurses thirst for cur-
rent medical techniques and treatments. The skills and abilities are
clearly present...simply the resources and training are missing.
Therefore, NOMMS is committed to continuing to perform med-
ical missions, sending as much donated medical materials as pos-
sible and now placing emphasis on providing education to
enhance the delivery of health care to the poor.

As the need for additional volunteers increased, our prayers were
answered with caring and compassionate people from all walks of
life and ages offering their services. In 2005, NOMMS was offered

the help of high school students in unloading, sorting and repacking
supplies in the warehouse. They worked s:c?e by sn?e discussing the
needs of the less fortunate, volunteerism, Christian values etc. We
believe this to be an excellent exposure to the redlities of the world
in a positive way. The NOMMS experience has resulted in confirma-
tion of the spiritual aspect of our personal lives. On each mission trip
litle miracles have occurred that enable NOMMS to reach our
goals. For instance, our Orthopedist just completed his third mission,
and (as always) can only bring with him a limited number, size and
variety of Prosthesis. Every mission ends in the same result - each
patient receives the needed and appropriate Prosthesis, both size
and type; with not one extra remainging. On these missions, there
is no way for any of the doctors to preselect or prepare for upcom-
ing surgeries. NOMMS recognizes

that this is God's hand at work.

We ask for donations of supplies
and they are offered. We pch sup-
Flies for surgeries for a mission and
or some reason all needed supplies
are available when required. This is
amazing when one considers the
variables in dealing with repairin
the human body. As many of our vol-
unteers have commented, just listen
to the voice inside and observe the
hand of God at work.
